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HIV Stigma & Education

* Traditional undergraduate nursing curriculum does not
provide adequate preparation to care for patients living
with HIV.

e Stigmatizing attitudes held by healthcare workers
towards persons living with HIV are still commonplace

* Without education students may embark on their
nursing careers with stigmatizing attitudes and a lack of
HIV knowledge.

* Results show significant positive changes in student's
attitudes and knowledge after a minor addition to the
curriculum.
